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1.  The Guidelines are formulated to promote and encourage the undergraduate students of KMU to participate in teachers’ academic research projects in summer.

2.  Eligibility:  Full-time teachers of KMU implementing the research project of the academic year may apply from for grants Academic Research Division of Research and Development Office (referred to as “Academic Research Division,” hereinafter) for the undergraduate students participating in research projects in summer.  Each teacher may submit application for 2 students maximum.  Application period shall be announced by Academic Research Division.
3.  After the teacher applying for grants is informed of being approved in examination, the teacher should select KMU students to participate in his/her research project, and submit before the end of June each year a name list of students and letters of consent to Academic Research Division for registration and reference.  Teachers failing to complete student selection and registration within the specified period shall not be given grants or shall have the number of grant recipients be decreased.
4.  Amount of grants:  NT$3,000 per month for each student.

5.  The student achieving the grant should actually participate in research project during the summer vocation period (July, August).  Should there be fakeness or deception in reporting of the research project, no grant will be given.  Even if the grant is distributed, the teacher applying for the grant is liable for return of the grant, and this teacher’s eligibility for such application in the later days shall be canceled.
The teacher applying for the grant is liable to instruct the student participating in his/her research project.  Each student achieving the grant, upon completion of learning, should submit a report on his/her research performance of the participated project.  Any students without submission of such report shall not collect the grants.
6.  Students achieving the grants should submit the following documents before the end of September each year to apply for collection of grants from Academic Research Division, which shall subsequently check and confirm the documents and then distribute the grants:
(1)  Student’s Report on Research Performance of Participated Project.

(2)  Student’s Grant Collection Form

7.  Upon expiration of the research period of the academic year, Academic Research Division shall examine the research performance of students, and praise those students with excellent performance.
8.  The funds required by the Guidelines shall be budgeted and paid by KMU.

9.  Having been passed in the administrative meeting, submitted to the President and achieving the President’s approval, the Guidelines shall be announced by the President and implemented from the date of announcement.  The foregoing shall apply to any amendments to the Guidelines.
